VECTOR VS. RASTER

One of the great things about graphics created in Adobe Illustrator is that it works in the “vector”
world. For all intents and purposes, this means non-pixelated. Once an image gets scanned (or is
produced with a digital camera), its tonal variations require it to be broken down into pixels, or
“rasterized.” If you’re creating imagery that is made up of solid colors, however, you may be able to
take advantage of Adobe Illustrator, which works with more of a “line art” approach. Logos,
especially, are often created in Illustrator, as they are usually made up of text and other solid-color
graphic elements. An Illustrator EPS file can be blown up almost endlessly without showing the
telltale signs of pixels having been enlarged – that saw-toothed, “stepped” look.
